Dear Friend of the Mission,

Recently I was speaking at a church in which I shared that it costs about $3,300 a day to
keep the Mission going. That seems like at a lot of money and at one level it is. However, when
you divide $3,300 by our 50 bed capacity, it breaks down to a cost of $65.75 per day per man.
For that $65.75 which comes out to $460.25 a week, each man during the course of a week
receives lodging in a clean and comfortable dormitory, 3 meals a day plus snacks, clean clothes,
laundry service, personal care items, counseling, chapel services, classes and tutoring in adult
basic education, critical thinking and educational enrichment classes, drug and alcohol support
groups, life skills training, assistance in securing necessary medical care including over-the-
counter medicines, workforce development training, computer training and daily access to a
state-of-the-art computer lab, a weekly allowance of $11-13 for spending money, access to a
well-equipped exercise room, GED preparation help if needed, and SEPTA tokens and
transpasses for job hunting and necessary appointments. And all of these services are provided
by a staff of 26 (full-time and part-time) dedicated and compassionate men and women who
view their employment at the Mission as not just a job but a ministry in which they endeavor to
share God’s love with our men. Our staff salaries are also included in the $3,300 it costs every
day to keep the Mission going. As you can see, we squeeze every penny we can out of that
$65.75 per day per homeless man living at the Mission.

Since homeless men have no money, and we do not charge for our services, we need good
friends such as you to support our ministry. On behalf of the homeless men who live at the
Mission, thank you for your recent gift of $1,100.00. Your kind and generous gift is going a
long way in transforming the lives of our men through God’s amazing grace. Your donation is
an investment in their lives and not just a charitable gift. The poor are close to the heart of Jesus.
Thank you for keeping them close to your heart as well.
